問：次の英文を日本語に訳せ。 
 
Paper is often said to have been invented by Ts'ai Lun (蔡倫), an adviser to the Han (漢) emperor, in 105 CE, although earlier examples have been 

found which take its origins back to the beginning of the Western Han period (from 206 BCE).  Ts'ai Lun improved paper-making techniques, 

using the inner bark of mulberry trees and bamboo and other fibres to produce a surface suitable for writing. Paper quickly replaced bamboo as a 

writing support. Chinese ink, made from soot (and especially the soot of pine wood), was well suited to writing on paper and the combination led 

to the rapid expansion of paper, first to Korea and then to Japan (593 CE). 

   As early as the end of the seventh century, administrators were facing the problems associated with conserving paper, a medium both fragile 

and perishable. In order to prevent its degradation through humidity or insect infestation, a variety of poisonous substances were introduced into 

its manufacture (edicts on the subject date from 674 CE) along with sizing based on gypsum (石膏) and rice and other starches.
